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New Toy Library Travel Kits Support Classroom Play

In the support of more play in the classroom, the Toy Library is developing large Travel Kits of toys for use by
teachers. The Travel Kits contain enough of one type of material to suppo# 4hildren playing cooperatively
during choice time. The Toy Library recently lent a number of these kits to two kindergarten classes at School
#10. They were a hit! The teachers remarked that the opportunities for the children to develop social skills
through cooperative play was clearly evident.

Part of the rationale for developing these kits is the understanding that rotating materials is an effective
classroom strategy for many reasons. Less storage is required, the children are excited to see new and different
materials cycled in, and most importantly, costs per teacher are reduced. The Travel Kits will be loaned free of
charge to teachers with a valid Monroe County Library System card. Due to anticipated interest, there is a limit
of two Travel Kits per card. Each loan is three weeks.

Please help spread the word and let teachers know that we are supporting classroom play with these new Travel
Kits.
